(Yuanboyuan) 园博园
Shenzhen Garden Expo Park, with an area 
of 660,000 square meters, is located between 
Honey Lake and Overseas Chinese Town. It is a 
fi ve-star park, integrating horticulture, tourism, 
exhibition and solar power generation. From 
September 2004 until April 2005, the Garden 
Expo Park staged the Fift h China International 
Gardens and Flower Expo. It was the country’s 
highest standard and largest international gar-
